PREDAC (European Action For Renewable Energies) is a project which aims at promoting local development of renewable energies and energy efficiency in Europe. This is achieved by the action of 11 thematic working groups (called WP). Those WP are focused on different themes concerning wind power energy, biomass energy, energy efficiency as well as hydropower and photovoltaic energy. 
PREDAC is coordinated by CLER (Comité de Liaison Energies Renouvelables) and is financed by the European Commission (DG TREN) and Ademe (French Agency for environment and energy management).
